Main Challenges:
· Social protection mainly in the form of crisis response – short-term safety nets – long-term vision needs to be nurtured and developed further
· Implementation of social protection programmes is often parallel to local government structure and programmes – results in perpetuation of low capacity and threatens sustainability – more management should be given to the government
· Targeting is ad-hoc and inaccurate
· Monitoring and evaluation is weak
· Limited coordination among social protection interventions has resulted in uneven coverage, duplication of efforts and lack of sustainability and overall impact.
