Linkages between large scale schemes and (inter)national solidarity

Why?

· Economic profile of the target groups of these large scale schemes (vulnerable and poor people)

· Emerging large schemes that have a real potential to expand coverage

· The need emerges at the same time in different parts in the world

· Several forms of international solidarity already exist

· Learn from experience in the past years (no subsidies / limitations) and more knowledge on the way it works in developed countries

· Extension of coverage is a priority in the country.

What? Outcome

At the national level

· Awareness raising and advocacy at the national level. You need to have the support of the social partners, which means that you need to have a structure like the CNDS. 

· MARC: raising an additional tax. Look at remittances. Tourist tax.

· ALY: allocation from the social budget. We need the State’s commitment to transfer some of the social budget, DSRP, fonds PPTE, etc. We need a development plan of the scheme to negotiate that. Problem of the fiscal space. It is something that comes after a political commitment. Ex Rwanda.

To help advocacy, 

· Production of a concept note with a parallel analysis between formal sector and informal sector working conditions and social protection level; advocacy on equity principles …ex: discrimination // HIV/AIDS people, senior citizens, children … protection if they work in the formal sector and left without protection if they are in the Informal economy. In India 32 states like 32 countries … The concept note = convince policy makers; international level

· We need also studies that document existing experiences of redistribution and solidarity.

· Andra Pradesh study where the State has financed 100 000 million dollars to cover 8.5 million people.

· The Colombian case.

· Cambodia make use of equity funds to finance the premiums of the poorest members of the CBHI schemes. 

· Worldwile review of all these systems of financial linkages and co-contributions mechanisms (3 paragraphs on each experience). India, Nepal, Colombia, Philippines ….

At the international level:

· Survey of donors financing equity funds

· Note on the GST

· Global fund: Inclusion in the selection criteria of the requests from the countries the possibility to finance … 

· Advocacy // board of the Global fund and the committee to include this topic in the criteria.

· Thai and World bank in February 2008 on the health financing in the region. We could talk about that (part of the advocacy).

· Write an advocacy note:

· Impact on poverty

· Impact on the health systems (the fund is reinforcing the health systems and not social health protection so we have to clarify the link between the funding of the health social protection and the reinforcement of the health care sector).

· This issue is at the cross road of all issues which are at the top of the agenda: human resources, equity, quality …  It is the common denominator … 

· Innovative ideas on malaria (since only “moustiquaires imprégnées”)

· Explain what will finance the International solidarity. Effet start up … ensuite permettre aux Etats d’absorber progressivement le financement sustainable.

· Develop knowledge on the various funding opportunities that are existing. Understanding the functioning of existing funds. Mapping of the funds (there are 25 vertical initiatives) + Contacts to start advocacy. Other existing funds:

· GAVI is the same as Global fund but for immunization.

· UNITAID (pediatric form for ARVs, multi resistance TB, etc.)

· Roll back malaria (is it finance by the global fund ???)

· Write an advocacy note on the link with the MDGs and convince UNDAF

· Mapping of other initiatives and donors and identify those initiatives or donors who are looking for new ideas … Advocacy of these actors

· Bill and Melinda gates foundation

· DANIDA, DFID …

Maybe there is a ground for a committee like CGAP working group on social protection … You need the representatives of the donors that work on social protection … Create a new working group … The donors have the moicrofinance people on that committee and they are not the right people.
