The report on  the Workshop SPF 

of LAO Participants

I. What we are learning from other Countries and exchange the experience what Lao.P.D.R has been done.

We have learned from the other countries the good experience and the challenges on social protection floor as follows: 

1. Thailand :

· UC  Scheme provide Health Care Coverage to all Thai citizen 
· The provision of cash transfer of 500Baht per month for elderly people(60years old and over). 
2. Indonesia:

· Health Care for the poor which financed by the tax.
· Unconditional cash transfer for the poor.

· Voluntary scheme for the informal workers.

3. Vietnam:

· The social insurance scheme with mandatory in formal sector.

· The extension of social security to employees of small enterprises and informal economy workers.

· Tuition fee for primary school. (Thailand)
4. Cambodia :

We have learn from Cambodia that they have good experience on the solution of the coordination issues that they have the taskforce  team to responsible for SPF.
5. Lao experience for exchange to other countries are as follows:

- SSO: compulsory for state owned enterprises and private
  sectors as formal sector including spouse and children.
- SASS: compulsory for civil servants, police, solder and 
   their spouse and children.
    - CBHI : Voluntary for informal sector including small, 
       medium and large family
   - HEF: supported by international agencies as pilot projects 
      for the poor people.
II.  we have learned new methodology and tools from SPF:
1. Rapid assessment: 
-  Tools for study are : Global Study on Child Poverty 
  and  Multiple Indicator Cluster Survey. The methology 

 of SPF is using the matrix.
- Costing : need to have data on population, labour force and unemployes , macro economic, national budget and poverty line.
· Design : coordination, delivery, beyond to SPF, costing for health and SPF and National protection strategy issues.
In order to achieve the social protection floor in Laos we need to request the ILO to do the rapid assessment, costing  and design in Laos. 

We would like to support all the data and information and need to organize the coordination team from the concerning ministries to work on SPF together.
III. How do deal with coordination issues:

- we need to do the report to other ministries to know that to achieve the SPF in Laos the coordination issues are very important.
IV. Building Road Mapping in Laos:
Laos needs to set up the strategy on SPF and be very clear with the strategy. 


- We would like to build the road map on health by set up the gold and strategy by the year 2015 is to achieve coverage of 50% of the total population and by the year 2020 is to achieve the universal coverage of 100%. 
Base on the strategy on development of social security scheme need to set up the goal and target to cover the poor population, merging the schemes of social security and improve the national SSscheme to be comprehensive strengthening and preventable community in society by services the types of lump sum effectively.

- The Workshop on SPF is very useful and meet the requirement of Lao situation. 

- We would like to bring all the lesson learn and knowledge from this workshop to use for study and learn which one is more appropriate to use in Laos.
- We recommend the ILO to do more the workshop on SPF in Laos.
