Methodology for the Technical Working Group meeting, 25-26th April 2017
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Technical Working Group will discuss the social protection challenges and recommendations for Tajikistan. To facilitate the discussions, the Technical Working Group will be divided into four groups; each group will participate in the discussion on every SPFs guarantee.
· SPFs Guarantee 1: Health care for all
· SPFs Guarantee 2: Social protection for children
· SPFs Guarantee 3: Social protection for working age persons
· SPFs Guarantee 4: Social protection for older persons

For each SPF guarantee will be selected one moderator and one note-taker.
The Moderator will facilitate the discussions for that SPF guarantee and present the results of the discussions on the afternoon of 26th April. The Moderator has to take into account the following points:
· Participants will be provided with a draft assessment matrix which contains an overview of the social protection system of Tajikistan.
· The group is expected to discuss and identify policy gaps, implementation issues and recommendations for that SPF guarantee. Participants are encouraged to identify the gaps, issues and recommendations based on the personal professional experiences. 
· A policy gap is a gap in the legal or policy framework, leading to a part of the population being excluded. For example, there is no scheme providing income replacement or leave to pregnant women.
· An implementation issue arises when people cannot actually access social protection benefits or services even though the law states it. For example, people living in rural areas do not get good health care due to poor infrastructure like hospitals and health centres.
· The recommendations should address the policy gaps and implementation issues, with the objective of establishing a Social Protection Floor and improving the system in the country.

The Note-taker will record the policy gaps, implementation issues and recommendations identified by the group on a flip-chart and manage time.

Methodology for the High-level Working Group meeting 
The Technical Working Group will present a summary of the discussions for the four SPF guarantees to the High-level Working Group. The High-level Working Group will review and discuss the recommendations.
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
